Scripture Reading:  Romans 3:20-23 (NKJV) says this, “20 Therefore by the deeds of the law no flesh will be justified in His sight, for by the law is the knowledge of sin.  21 But now the righteousness of God apart from the law is revealed, being witnessed by the Law and the Prophets, 22 even the righteousness of God, through faith in Jesus Christ, to all and on all who believe. For there is no difference; 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.
Mercy - Compassion or forgiveness shown toward someone whom it is within one's power to punish or harm.
Forgiveness - A conscious, deliberate decision to release feelings of resentment or vengeance toward a person or group who has harmed you, regardless of whether they actually deserve your forgiveness.
Peace – harmony, wholeness, completeness, prosperity, welfare, and tranquility.
Matthew 9:10-13 (NKJV) says this, “10 Now it happened, as Jesus sat at the table in the house, that behold, many tax collectors and sinners came and sat down with Him and His disciples. 11 And when the Pharisees saw it, they said to His disciples, “Why does your Teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?” 12 When Jesus heard that, He said to them, “Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick. 13 But go and learn what this means: ‘I desire mercy and not sacrifice.’ For I did not come to call the righteous, but sinners, to repentance.”
Our sins make us sick and sick folk need healing.  Mercy is what is offered by God the Father through God the Son to every sinner who is sick because of their sins against him.  Therefore, in order for mercy to be given to us to heal us. Ephesians 2:4-5 (NKJV) says this, “4 But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, 5 even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved).
