It is the will of God the Father, The Son, and the Holy Spirit.  That we operate from a place of Love.  Toward the Godhead and our neighbor.  However, the will of Satan is that we operate from a place of Lust.  Toward the Godhead and our neighbor.  Let’s Get Into The Word!
Scripture Reading:  Matthew 22:36-40 (NKJV) says this, “36 “Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?”  37 Jesus said to him, “‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.’ 38 This is the first and great commandment. 39 And the second is like it: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ 40 On these two commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.”
Call To Praise & Worship:  Psalm 100:1-5 (NKJV) says this, “100 Make a joyful shout to the Lord, all you lands!  2 Serve the Lord with gladness; come before His presence with singing.  3 Know that the Lord, He is God; it is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; we are His people and the sheep of His pasture.  4 Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with praise. Be thankful to Him, and bless His name.  5 For the Lord is good; his mercy is everlasting, and His truth endures to all generations.
Ezekiel 28:12-19 (NKJV) says this, “12 “Son of man, take up a lamentation (Funeral Song) for the king of Tyre (Satan), and say to him, ‘Thus says the Lord God: “You were the seal of perfection, Full of wisdom and perfect in beauty.  13 You were in Eden, the garden of God; every precious stone was your covering:  The sardius, topaz, and diamond, Beryl, onyx, and jasper, Sapphire, turquoise, and emerald with gold.  The workmanship of your timbrels and pipes was prepared for you on the day you were created.  14 “You were the anointed cherub who covers;  I established you; You were on the holy mountain of God; you walked back and forth in the midst of fiery stones. 15 You were perfect in your ways from the day you were created, Till iniquity was found in you.  16 “By the abundance of your trading you became filled with violence within, and you sinned; therefore, I cast you as a profane thing out of the mountain of God; and I destroyed you, O covering cherub, from the midst of the fiery stones.  17 “Your heart was lifted up because of your beauty.  You corrupted your wisdom for the sake of your splendor; I cast you to the ground, I laid you before kings, that they might gaze at you. 18 “You defiled your sanctuaries By the multitude of your iniquities, by the iniquity of your trading; therefore, I brought fire from your midst; it devoured you, and I turned you to ashes upon the earth in the sight of all who saw you.  19 All who knew you among the peoples are astonished at you.  You have become a horror, and shall be no more forever.” 
Satan now was Lucifer back then.  He was created to protect and worship the throne room of God.  He was perfect, wise, and full of beauty.  However, his wisdom, beauty, and position he traded in for lust.  When he lusted to have and become something he wasn’t.  The almighty and the almighty’s throne.  The worshipper wanted to become the one worshiped.  Therefore, he crossed the line with the almighty and was punished with banishment from Heaven to the Earth.  
The very definition of lust – is an intense, selfish, or disordered craving for something that is forbidden or outside of God’s will. While often associated with sexual desire, it extends to any craving that puts self-pleasure above God, including greed and pride. It is described as a heart issue that turns good desires into selfish, destructive actions.  Amen!
Isaiah 14:12 (NKJV) says this, “12 “How you are fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How you are cut down to the ground, you who weakened the nations!
When Lucifer was cast out of heaven for his lust against the will and word of God.  He brought the lust with him to lust after the creation of God (Man).  Therefore, when you are desiring and doing things against the will and word of God.  It is not you, but you are being attacked with lust from Demonic spirits to do so.  Therefore, you have a responsibility to resist Satan and his attack of lust.  Because lust will weaken you and destroy you.  Amen!
Revelation 12:7-9 (NKJV) says this, “7 And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought with the dragon; and the dragon and his angels fought, 8 but they did not prevail, nor was a place found for them in heaven any longer. 9 So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, called the Devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world; he was cast to the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
Lust is a form of deception.  Therefore, Satan uses it to deceive you into thinking you can have what God didn’t ordain you to have.  So resist deception and lies from Satan with the truth of God’s word.  Amen!
1 Corinthians 13:4-13 (NKJV) says this, “4 Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed up; 5 does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; 6 does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth; 7 bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things.  8 Love never fails. But whether there are prophecies, they will fail; whether there are tongues, they will cease; whether there is knowledge, it will vanish away. 9 For we know in part and we prophesy in part. 10 But when that which is perfect has come, then that which is in part will be done away. 11 When I was a child, I spoke as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child; but when I became a man, I put away childish things. 12 For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in part, but then I shall know just as I also am known. 13 And now abide faith, hope, love, these three; but the greatest of these is love.
Love suffers long and is kind.  Lust causes suffering and is unkind.
Lust envies but love admires and is content.
Lust parades itself and is puffed up.  Love operates with complete humility.
Lust is rude, seeks what is forbidden, is evil.  Love has boundaries, never fails, bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things and rejoices in the truth.
Therefore, we are called to operate in Love rather than Lust.  Amen! 
1 John 4:7-11 (NKJV) says this, “7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows God. 8 He who does not love does not know God, for God is love. 9 In this the love of God was manifested toward us, that God has sent His only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through Him. 10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.
We called to be like our Heavenly Father, The Lord Jesus, and the Holy Spirit.  Who’s image we are born again in.  Therefore, operate in Love toward God (Father, Son, Holy Spirit).
